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Directions   
You are going to create a body that would be “resistant” to the effects of alcohol.  You have to consider all the anatomy that alcohol can damage, as well as, what the function of each body part is.  You need to be creative and “G”-rated with your creation.  
Using colored markers design a body that is “resistant” to alcohol.  You MUST REPLACE EACH BODY PART BELOW with something that is resistant to alcohol and has a similar function.
