r. tube that carries urine from bladder to outside of body

s. the male reproductive cell

t. membrane that may partially cover opening to vagina

u. gland which secretes most of semen

v. hair-covered folds of skin that protect female external genitals

w. female sex cell that joins with male sex cell at conception 

x. last 12 cm. Of large intestine– colon 

y. storage site for sperm
