2.  Methods of Evaluation - all work is calculated on a point basis.

        Grading system:  A = 93%,  B = 83%,  C = 73%,  D = 63%,  F = 62- 55%

3.  Excused Absences - All assignments must be made up before the end of the unit, and unit tests       must be made up within 2 days of the absence.
